Do you 

think it was for Jesus to get out or the women that day and for us 

today to see in?    

 

2. What was the significance of Peter being named as someone 

specifically to inform about the risen Jesus (Mk 16:7)? How 

does Mark 14:66-72 help inform your response?  

 

3. In what ways does Easter and the reality of the resurrection force 

someone to conclude that Jesus is either a myth or He is the 

Messiah?  

 

4. Read 2 Corinthians 5:17. What does this verse teach us about 

those who have put their trust in Jesus?
