What steps 
does the Father take to redeem us? What is our role in this 
redemption plan? 

• According to Genesis 15:6 and Romans 4:1-3, what saves 
Abraham?   

• How does someone enter the Kingdom of God? Look at 2 
Timothy 2:19, Matthew 7:21, and Mark 10:15 for some hints.
