Eighty-fot
1941, a givup i rwuu e Wi
women planted something in Plain,

Washington, that they would never fully see. They
gathered, prayed, sacrificed, and trusted God. Their
names are recorded in our 50th- and
75th-Anniversary Books. Other names of sacrificial
servants who built our church are stitched on a quilt
in our Fellowship Hall. They did not sacrifice for
themselves. They did it for us.

Now it is our turn.

We are at a decisive moment for Plain Community
Church. Currently, our church sits on 4 acres, but we
have the chance to buy an additional 8 acres,
including a house, for $1.2 million. This isn't just
about expanding our property. It's a faith decision
that will influence our legacy.

When we gather for our Annual Family Gathering on
May 17, PCC members will be asked to exercise
their faith by approving our leaders, budget, and the
church that the future generations in our valley will
experience.

A Faith That Looks Forward

Biblical faith is a faith in action and a faith that looks
forward. Scripture reminds us: “By faith Abraham
obeyed when he was called to go out to a place that
he was to receive as an inheritance... For he was
looking forward to the city that has foundations,
whose designer and builder is God” (Hebrews 11:8,
10, ESV). Abraham moved before he had all the
details. Way back in Genesis 12:1-2, God asked
Abraham to go, and he went. Abraham trusted God’s
direction and sacrificed to reach the desired
destination. Abraham acted before he could see the
outcome. He believed that God was building
something bigger than his own lifetime. It was that
decision to live by faith that God blessed in Abraham
(Genesis 12:2-3; 15:6).

Abraham lived by Just PLAIN Faith.

It is not reckless. It is grounded in who God is and
what He has already accomplished. The examples in

the Bible trusted Him and took action. Abraham’s
name leads a multitude of faithful people in Hebrews

11. It was this faith that, 84 years ago, the founders
of our church relied on and trusted God. Since then,
other generations at PCC have trusted God to
expand the ministry through vision and sacrifice.
Today, we carry a legacy of faith. Now, it is our turn to
trust God in what lies ahead.

One Church. One Mission. Two Campuses.
Greater Opportunities.

For months, we have been in conversations with
property owners, church leaders, and many of you.
These discussions have been guided and supported
by much prayer. The PCC leadership believes now is
the right time to share this opportunity with our
church family and to seek your confirmation of the
vision God has given us. This opportunity does not
alter our core identity or commitments, but it greatly
enhances our potential impact and broadens the way
we live out our calling.

Plain Community Church exists to inspire every
generation to love God, enter community, fulfill their
purpose, and enjoy creation, thereby drawing others
to Him. Our mission does not fulfill its purpose by
standing still. It compels us to consider the legacy of
faith this generation of churchgoers at PCC is leaving
to reach our valley today and provide a
place to reach more in the years to come.




The addition of this land allows us to become one
united church on two campuses along Chapel Drive.
One campus will focus on growing people spiritually.
It will be a place for worship, discipleship, teaching,
and deep community. The other campus will focus on
reaching more people in our valley. It will create a
space for connection, creativity, outreach, and
ministry that meets people where they are.

This is not a division of our focus. This is about
multiplying our impact. This is stewardship.

The Legacy We Inherit and The One We Leave

Reflect on those who came before us. They survived
the Great Depression, and Pearl Harbor had just
been attacked. Our country was about to enter WWII.
Their response was to step out in faith and start a
church despite the uncertainty and limited resources.
A few years later, they bought land and built a
worship space that served both the congregation and
the valley well. From 1941 onward, they sacrificed
and faithfully contributed their time, talents, and
treasures. This faith in action led to additional
facilities, and the ministry’s influence grew.

It took Just PLAIN Faith to build a new chapel,
parsonage, and buy the land where the Pantry
began. No doubt, their giving cost them something,
but it was those decisions and sacrifices that allowed
us to move the ministry forward today. It is their faith
in action that formed our foundation.

Fast forward 16 years. It is PCC’s 100-year
anniversary. Children not yet born walk onto our
campus with their families, and those who have yet
to experience the beauty of our valley find a church
home. People once far from God stand in worship
and call on the name of Jesus.

What story will they tell about us? Did we play it safe
or trust God? Did we hold onto what we had or
sacrifice to make room for others? Each generation
makes a choice, and this one at PCC is no different.
We can either cling to comfort and the status quo or
embrace the adventure God has set before us.

What Is At Stake?

This decision isn't just about more acquiring real
estate; it's about expanding our reach and serving
future generations in our valley. Right now, we face
limits in space, aging facilities, and our ability to
provide new ministry opportunities to connect with
more people who have come to enjoy this special
place we call home.

If we say “no” to the land, we will still be a church.
God will still use us, but our ability to serve every

generation and reach our growing valley will stay
limited.

If we step forward in faith, we open space. Space for
children to learn. Space for students to grow. Space
for families to connect. Space for people far from
God to encounter Him. Space matters because
people matter.

Just Plain Faith in Action

Faith always leads to action. James writes, “Faith by
itself, if it does not have works, is dead” (James 2:17,
ESV). Genuine faith moves. It steps forward. It trusts
God enough to act.

For us, Just PLAIN Faith means praying for unity
and clarity. It means seeking God'’s wisdom rather
than settling for our preferences. It involves believing
that God may be inviting us into something bigger
than what feels comfortable.

It also looks like participation. Every one of us has a
role to play. In praying. In sacrificing. In deciding to
move forward in faith. This is not just a vote about
land. This is a moment where each of us asks, “What
part do | play in the story God is writing at Plain
Community Church?” Just PLAIN Faith is not
something we can admire from afar. It is something
we must experience and live out.

What Happens If We Vote “Yes”?

A “yes” vote is just the beginning. If we vote “yes,” we
will use the summer to draft an agreement with the
property owners that respects the agreed-upon price.
This step secures the opportunity and allows us to
move forward with clarity and purpose. The property
owners are not planning to sell for two more years.
This timing works perfectly for us because we need
time to raise funds for the purchase.

Before a vote and a fundraising campaign, God was
already at work. After we agreed on a price with the
property owners and granted permission to discuss
this opportunity publicly with you, our church family,
something remarkable happened. Soon after |
started sharing the opportunity with others, | received
a text asking me to meet. | was a little nervous. |
could tell it was one of those “come to Jesus
meetings.” What did | do? What had | said? Turns out
it was not about me. God was about to take center
stage. As we sat down, they shared how God had
grown them through their faith and had blessed them
for their obedience over the years. They let me know
that they had prayed and God had made it

clear what their step of faith should be.



God had put it on their hearts to give $100,000
toward the purchase of the new property. We haven't
even had the vote, and God was already “lowering
money” for us to move forward.

| went home and cried because | didn’t want to do
that in front of them. | felt overwhelmed, in a good
way. My emotions were not about the size of the gift
but their exemplary sacrifice. They didn’t seek
recognition; they simply wanted to lead the way in
obedience. God is already moving. He is preparing
hearts, stirring generosity, and | believe He is
confirming the direction.

| believe God is about to do something at Plain
Community Church that will surprise all of us.
Following a “yes” vote, in the fall of 2026, we would
begin a two-year capital campaign with the goal of
trusting God for the funds to purchase the property in
2028.

This gets done because we pray together. Sacrifice

together. And we act with Just PLAIN Faith together.
A “yes” vote says we believe God is leading us. The
journey that follows will show us His provision.

A Simple Invitation

So here is the invitation. We all have to take this
before the Lord. Ask Him:

God, what are You inviting me to see?
What are You asking me to trust?
What role do You want me to play?

Then respond. Not out of pressure. Not out of fear.
But out of faith. Just PLAIN Faith.

And one day in December, in the year 2041,
when the PCC church family gathers and
celebrates 100 years of God's

faithfulness to our church, | pray that

they will look back on this moment, on

this vote, on our collective sacrifice, and

our faith and say...

A typical Sunday morning in Children's Church
combines God's loving truths with boundless energy.
A wonderful team of teachers and helpers love and
interact with the children to teach Bible lessons and
reenact Bible stories. The newly remodeled
classroom in downstairs Burgess Hall allows for large
vibrant music videos, crafting space, and better
acoustics. An average of ten children three years old
to ten years old participate in music videos, Bible
verse memoaorization, games, and Bible lessons that
reinforce a main Bible truth. The current curriculum
being used is "Simply Loved" which allows for busy
hands and bodies to play and engage in God's truths.

Another team of helpers lovingly care for infants
through two-year-olds in the nursery. Sandra Thomas
is now overseeing the nursery. An average of eight
babies and toddlers show up each Sunday full of
energy and

ready to

interact. It is precious to watch as the "little ones"
progress from clinging to a parent, to eagerly
walking into the nursery, removing their shoes and
diving into play or puzzles or stories. Our
volunteers pour themselves into the little ones with
engagement and commitment, creating an
atmosphere of comfort for both child and parent.
We are excited to welcome the new "little ones”
coming into the nursery and welcome new
volunteers as we continue to grow.

In 2025-2026 Plain Community Church supported 17 missionaries representing 10 organizations working in 8
different countries around the world! Here are eight stories of lives that have been changed through our support.

Israel in an anonymous evaluation of our final course, one of the translators wrote: "I truly

enjoyed every part of the Isaiah course. | gained valuable methods not only for identifying words or
sentences, but more importantly, for identifying the connections between one text and another. |
learned how the biblical authors conveyed their messages by drawing from earlier contexts and
adapting them to their own audiences. For example, understanding Isaiah’'s message often requires
understanding the context of Jeremiah, which Isaiah references. This kind of intertextual approach
has been extremely helpful for us as translators, because a clear and deep understanding of a text is
essential before attempting to translate it.” Others expressed a desire for continued contact so that
they can ask translation questions when they are back at home working on their translations. | have
also been asked by translators for continued education now that they are back home.

Haltl Our school in Haiti doubled from 45 students to 95!

Almost half are children with disabilities. A large supply of
supplements. proteins and vitamins were successfully delivered to
the center.

Ukraine Typical of many stories coming from areas of Eastern Ukraine occupied by Russia at

this time, Igor and Anya, who are Ukrainian Christians were seeking to continue ministering to others
whom he had been pastoring through a church. The church was closed, but Igor continued to minister
through traveling to the homes of those who had been attending his church. Another Christian leader
from the closed church was seeking to assist him. That pastor--and his teenage son--were killed.
Igor, though, continues his ministry. They have a teenage son, who has been forced to attend military
training exercises for the students in this Russian controlled school. Much prayer is needed for
Christians leaders--and Christians in general- who are following Christ in areas of Eastern Ukraine,
now occupied by Russia.

DR Congo This is the story of Edouard, a man from DR Congo who stayed with me and with

whom | toured Israel for 10 days. Edouard came to Israel because of a deep love of the Lord. |
agreed to receive him and dedicate 10 full days to him because he is widely respected as a man of
prayer and pastoral care while at the same time working hard to support his family. He paid all of his
own expenses, and mine when we traveled around. Though | was a bit skeptical at first that any real
change of paradigm would occur (‘truth’ is not seen the same way in most African cultures), | was
increasingly blessed by the changes taking place as the days went by—from his initial focus on
wanting to pose and have his photo taken in front of every site, to instead focusing on the place itself




and time and again being stunned by some revelation when connecting the dots between the
scripture, the place and the deeper message being conveyed in the Word. He left with a totally new
understanding of the importance of listening for God’s direction through the Word and of trusting God,
to the point of being willing to say the truth in all circumstances. That not doing so is then not walking
with God. This was huge for an African.

Montana 1 have 2 quotes to share from 2 different Family Lines experiences. 1. In June 2025,

Todd* invited his dad, Dan*, to join him in building a custom fly rod—a project unlike anything they'd
done together before. Dan has spent his life creating custom projects with incredible attention to detail
and excellence, but this time the work became more than just craftsmanship. Over three days, Todd
and Dan shared tools, stories, and questions that opened up new conversations and a deeper
connection. What began as a simple rod building workshop turned into an unforgettable
experience—one that has strengthened their relationship in the months since, and, as Todd says,
“hopefully for years to come. 2. "This is a quote from one of our participants on our Family Lines
Couples expedition: No matter the reason for the trip, there is no way you will NOT gain a better
relationship with your spouse, family member, and/or God. Jon and Julie have a love for each other
that radiates to all they are around and it is inspiring. They have a way of talking and asking questions
that may be easy to answer at times, but make you pull out happy memories, reasons you fell in love,
or reasons you love your spouse. They ask questions to remind you of how and why you are where
you are in your relationship and re-ignite the spark. The questions were never intimidating or fight
provoking! They were meant to encourage growth within your marriage and point your marriage in a
healthy direction towards God. Disconnecting for a few days in a location without cell service, tv, or
outside distraction is great, personally, spiritually, and for your relationship. Jon and Julie are just
great people who have the hearts of others as their mission in everything they do. Learning to fly fish
is also a great reason to consider the trip, coming from a girl who never touched fish... It was amazing!

Creative AccesS we have been encouraged recently with our painter who is a brother

(believer). He had shared his thoughts with a friend from his community. One year later just a few
weeks ago, the friend returned to him and said that one night recently he had a dream and JC (Jesus)
showed up to him and that now he wants to believe and learn more about JC (Jesus). We were able
to share a copy of the word with the painter who gave it to this seeker. Ask that this new seeker would
fully embrace our Savior.

Scotland | met a young man named Abdullah from Kuwait at

Glasgow City Mission. We had great conversations about life and
belief, and | invited him to go hiking with us. He came along and loved
it, and | was able to talk to and get to know him more. Hopefully this
friendship can continue and impact him in a positive way, and that
Jesus would be revealed to him.




Plain when Hunter was 11 he was the first to find his brother after he committed suicide by

shooting himself. His father was addicted to drugs and his mother was unable to care for her children
due to a medical diagnosis. In middle school Hunter became a drug dealer, and as life went on, he
became more hopeless. All he had ever experienced was trauma and brokenness.

Ethan, someone Hunter grew up with, was on the same path, but after high school God met him in a
really personal way (another incredible story). A short time later Ethan found himself at our 5-week
Adventure Bible School and was then hired as a summer guide. Ethan’s authenticity and life story
was impactful for many students that summer. Upon returning home Ethan and Hunter reconnected
and as Ethan shared about how his life had changed since knowing Jesus, Hunter, who had never
read a verse of the Bible, was eager to learn more. He applied for our 5-week Adventure Bible School
(ABS) and was at Stonewater for the spring course in 2025.

Throughout ABS Hunter discovered a new way of living and he decided to pursue a life of discipleship
under Jesus. Part of this process was realizing he wasn’t alone. One of the bible teachers on the
backpack trip shared his story where he had also been the first to find his brother after committing
suicide and had been a drug dealer before knowing Christ. This connection and many other moments
throughout ABS culminated in Hunter deciding to be baptized!

Upon returning home Hunter is now caring for his mother in addition to engaging in his new church
community. We are praising God for the ways that Hunter and Ethan have found new life through
community, adventure and scripture.
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
